REQUIREMENTS, REPERTOIRE & GUIDELINES

For all competitions listed on this application, entrants must live in the greater San Diego area.  Thank you!

FESTIVAL DIVISIONS
10 minute time limit (includes set-up & tuning)

Entrant will present one or two pieces that demonstrate ability.  This division is open to any flutist who meets the age
requirement and is a member of the San Diego Flute Guild.  Students who register for a Festival Division may register
for the Piccolo and/or Orchestral Audition Divisions; however, they may not also register for a Young Artist Division.

PICCOLO DIVISION
10 minute time limit (including set-up & tuning)

Entrants will present one or two pieces that demonstrate ability.  This division is open to any piccolo player who is a
member of the San Diego Flute Guild.  There is no age limit.

ORCHESTRAL AUDITION COMPETITION
15 minute time limit (including set-up)

Entrants will present the four excerpts listed below.  This division is open to any flutist who is a member of the San
Diego Flute Guild.  There is no age limit.  This audition competition will be screened, and the adjudicators will not
know who is performing.  Please find the excerpts as published in the Jeannie Baxstresser – Orchestral Excerpts For
Flute book (Presser).

1. Symphony No. 4 in E Minor – Brahms (p. 8)
2. Symphony No. 8 in G Major – Dvorak (p. 12)

3. William Tell – Rossini (p. 26)
4. Daphnis et Chloé – Ravel  (p. 28)

YOUNG ARTIST BRONZE & SILVER DIVISIONS
20 minute time limit (including set-up & tuning)

Entrants for the Young Artist Divisions must play the required repertoire listed below.  This division is open to any
flutist who is a member of the San Diego Flute Guild and who fits the age requirements.  Performances for these
divisions will be open, so there will be an audience.  Entrants may not also register for a Festival Division, but may
register for the Piccolo and/or Orchestral Audition Divisions.

Young Artist Bronze Repertoire – Through Grade 9

1. Sonata in Eb Major (BWV 1031); Mvt. 1. Allegro Moderato – J. S. Bach (Various)
2. Danse de la Chèvre - Honegger (Salabert)
and choose one of the following:
3. Airs de Ballet - Saint Saëns (Various), or

Sonata “La Flute de Pan”; Mvt. 1. Pan and the Shepherds – Mouquet (International)

Young Artist Silver Repertoire – Through Grade 12

1. Andante in C Major (KV 315) – Mozart (Various)
2. Eight Pieces; Mvts. 1. Ophelia, 2. Etude, and 5. Hongroise – Liebermann  (Presser)
and choose one of the following:
3. Andante et Scherzo – Louis Ganne; or Cantabile et Presto – Enesco (Schirmer)
