
2011 SPRING FLUTE FESTIVAL

ARTIST GOLD SOLO COMPETITION

REQUIREMENTS, REPERTOIRE & GUIDELINES

For the first time ever, there is NO AGE LIMIT!  The first prize is $1000, second $500, and third place will
receive $250.  The competition is open to any flute player who is a member of SDFG.  Persons wishing to
participate in this competition may join SDFG upon entry and do not need to live within the Greater San Diego
area.   Those chosen to move on to the semi final and final round will perform live in San Diego at the festival.
 The festival's featured guest artist, Christina Jennings, will be on the adjudication panel as well as our other
featured clinicians.  Finalists will agree to perform at the festival at their own expense.  Recordings will be coded
and sent to a judging committee. Contestants appearing in the Semi-final & Final Round may be accompanied by
his/her own accompanist or may use a staff accompanist for an additional $75.

INFORMATION AND RECORDING GUIDELINES
1. All recordings must be in CD format, and must be unedited.
2. Jewel Cases and CDs should not identify the name of the applicant.
3. All applicants must be a current (2010-2011) member of The San Diego Flute Guild.  If you are not

already a member, please enclose membership dues with application.  Membership Application for the
SDFG is available at www.sandiegofluteguild.org.

4. Incomplete applications will NOT be judged or returned.
5. Up to six Semi-finalists are chosen, and from there, three will advance to the final round.
6. All Judges’ decisions are final.
7. Applications must be postmarked by February 1st, 2011
8. Semi-finalists will be notified by February 15th, 2011.
9. Applications with a late postmark date will be disqualified.
10. All applicable fees must be included with the competition application.

REPERTOIRE

Preliminary (recorded) Round:
Please record in stated order:

1. Syrinx - Debussy (Various)
2. Etude #1 from 10 Etudes for Solo Flute – Schocker (Presser)

Semi-final and Final Rounds:
1.  Serenade – Hanson (Fischer)

Flutists selected to the Semi-final round will perform a 15-minute program on Saturday April 16th.  Finalists will
be notified immediately following the Semi-final round.  The Final Round will be on Sunday April 17th, and
consist of a 25-minute program. Your program should consist of several contrasting pieces that demonstrate a
wide range of technique, tone, and musical knowledge.  You may perform entire works, or single movements
within a work.  Cuts and repeats are up to the discretion of the performer and should be confirmed with the
competition coordinator prior to the semi-final and final round.  The Semi-final and Final rounds may share the
same repertoire, and both must include the required selection.
