REQUIREMENTS, REPERTOIRE & GUIDELINES 
***New This Year – All competitions are open to flutists outside of the greater San Diego area, however you must be 

a current 2011-12 SDFG Member. You may join upon entry. 
 

FESTIVAL DIVISIONS 
10 minute time limit (includes set-up & tuning) 

Entrants will present one or two pieces that demonstrate ability.  This division is open to any flutist who meets the age 

requirement and is a member of the San Diego Flute Guild.  Students who register for a Festival Division may register 

for the Piccolo and/or Jazz Divisions; however, they may not also register for a Young Artist Division. 
 

PICCOLO DIVISION 
10 minute time limit (including set-up & tuning) 

Entrants will present one or two pieces that demonstrate ability.  This division is open to any piccolo player who is a 

member of the San Diego Flute Guild.  There is no age limit. 
 

JAZZ DIVISION 
15 minute time limit (including set-up) 

Entrants will present three pieces, one piece from each jazz style listed below.   This division is open to any flutist 

who is a member of the San Diego Flute Guild.  There is no age limit.

1. Blues (Medium tempo) – Play the melody of choice, improvise three choruses, then play the melody out.  
(example: Billy’s bounce, Now’s the Time, Swinging Shepherd Blues, etc) 

2. Ballad (Ballad tempo) – Perform the jazz ballad of your choice.  No more than two choruses.  You are 

encouraged to improvise or embellish as you see fit. (example: Skylark, Funny Valentine, Misty, etc) 

3. Uptempo (160+bpm per quarter) – Play the melody, improvise between two & four choruses, then play the 

melody out.  (example: Cherokee, Sweet Georgia Brown, I Got Rhythm, etc.  This may include an uptempo blues selection.) 
 

YOUNG ARTIST SILVER & BRONZE DIVISIONS 
20 minute time limit (including set-up & tuning) 

Entrants for the Young Artist Divisions must play the required repertoire listed below.  This division is open to any 

flutist who is a member of the San Diego Flute Guild and who fits the age requirements.  Performances for these 

divisions will be open, so there will be an audience.  Entrants may not also register for a Festival Division, but may 

register for the Piccolo and/or Jazz Divisions.

2. Poem – C. Griffes (Shirmer)

Sonata for Flute and Piano; Mvt. 3. Presto Giocoso – F. Poulenc (Chester)

1. Sonata in E Minor Op. 1, No. 9, (HWV 359b); Mvts. 1. Grave & 2.  Allegro – G. F. Handel (various) 

2. Suite for Flute and Piano, Op.34; Mvt. 3. Romance – C. M. Widor (various)

3. Soliloquy – L. Liebermann (Presser)  OR  Kokopeli – K. Hoover (Papagena)
