The Artist Gold competition is open to any flutist who is a member of SDFG. Persons wishing to
participate in this competition may join SDFG upon entry and do not need to live within the greater San
Diego area. There is no age limit! There will be a Preliminary Recorded Round and the top recordings
will be selected to move on to the Semi-Final and Final Round live in San Diego at the Spring Flute
Festival. The Festival’s Featured Guest Artist, Mimi Stillman, will be on the adjudication panel as well
as our featured clinicians. Semi-Finalists must agree to perform at the festival at their own expense.

X Semi-finalists will be notified by February 13, 2012
X3 Semi-final round will be held on April 21, 2012 - in San Diego
X Final round will be held on April 22, 2012 - in San Diego

Previous first place Artist Gold Solo Competition winners are not eligible to compete.
All applicants must be a current 2011-2012 member of the San Diego Flute Guild.
(if you are not already a member, please enclose membership dues with application)
Incomplete applications will not be judged or returned.
All applicable fees must be included with the competition application.
Applications must be postmarked by January 30, 2012.
Applications with a late postmark will not be accepted.
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*PRELIMINARY ROUND RECORDING*
1. Record in the order as stated below:
- 1. S. Bach — Partita in a minor: Movement 1 — Allemande
- E. Bozza — Image
All recordings should be submitted on an audio CD
Jewel cases and CDs should not identify the name of the applicant
Recordings will be coded and sent to a judging committee
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*JUDGING*

Up to six (6) Semi-Finalists will be chosen to compete on Saturday, April 21, 2012
Semi-Finalists will be notified by February 13, 2012
3. Semi-Finalists need to confirm by February 27, 2012 they they are going to compete in

the Semi-Final Round
4. Of the Semi-Finalists up to three (3) flutists will advance to the Final Round, which is on

Sunday, April 22, 2012
5. All judge’s decisions are final

*SEMI-FINAL AND FINAL ROUND PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS*

The Semi-Final and Final Rounds will share the same repertoire. The 15 minute Semi-Final Round will
be an edited version of your 25 minute Final Round Program. Both programs MUST contain the W.
Gieseking — Sonatine: Movement 3 — Vivace, unedited.

Flutists selected to move on to the live performances of the semi-final and final rounds will prepare the
following:

1. Final Round - Perform a 25 minute program which must include the required piece.
(Please note that only movement 3 is required)

W. Gieseking — Sonatine: Movement 3 — Vivace

2. Semi-Final Round - Perform a 15 minute sampling of your prepared 25 minute program.
This 15 minute program must contain the required piece unedited and also consist of
selections from the 25 minute program. You may perform entire works, or single movements
within a work.

The program should consist of several contrasting pieces that demonstrate the applicants ability and
musical knowledge.
